A majority vote of the ASRDA Delegates present and voting is required for election.

The office will commence at the same time of their respected one year term of office (July 1st through June 30th).  Should the invited officer decline the selection as State Delegate or later resign (or removed with reason) as President or Vice-President, a replacement will be nominated then elected from the floor during a regular meeting of the Association Delegates
